What We Believe About God

There is only one true God. This God is unchanging and infinite. He is everywhere and
cannot be escaped. He is perfect in His holiness, and He cares about His creation.

Mark 12:29 states that God is one. But you may wonder who Jesus and the Holy Spirit are.
The “Trinity” is a way to understand what the Bible teaches about God. God is revealed in
the Bible as Father, Son (Jesus), and Holy Spirit. God is One and has made Himself known
as three eternal “persons”. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are a unity in a single “person”.
Christians believe in one God. Jesus is the Son of God and yet he is God also; this is
impossible for us to completely understand or explain. Even though the doctrine of the
Trinity is beyond our comprehension, we accept it as God’s way of revealing Himself to us.

God loves us more than we could ever love Him, but He does want us to offer ourselves
totally to Him in response to His love.

Romans 12:1
Therefore, | urge you brothers, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a
living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God - this is your spiritual act of worship.

1 John 4: 10
This is love: not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son as an
atoning sacrifice for our sins.
