How Do | drop off my Kids
Puggles and Cubbies will be dropped off in their room.
Parents will register them at the door each night.

Sparks and Breakout will be dropped off at the Chapel.
Sparks will register inside the Chapel.

Breakout will register outside of the Chapel on the bridge
side each night.

How Do | pick up my Kids
For your child’s safety children will not be allowed to leave
their drop off area until the parent comes in person to pick
them up. Children will not be released to be picked up in
the parking lot.

If you are picking up multiple children it is best to pick up
your youngest child first.

Puggles and Cubbies (Preschool):

You will pick your child up in the same place that you
dropped them off. Preschoolers will only be released to
the person that has the matching sticker.

Sparks (K-2nd Grade)

Sparks will be picked up, upstairs in their Bible study
rooms. Children will only be released to those that are
approved on the Navigate Registration form. As a result, be
sure to put everyone down that may be picking your child
up during the year. If you arrange for someone that is not
listed we must be notified before the child is dropped off.
